Who administered St. Martin’s?

Father Bernard Rainville

* BornlJanuary 6, 1909, Quebec

* Ordained May 21, 1933 in Ottawa

* Died December 13, 1957 in High Prairie, AB

Father Rainville left for western Canada in 1934.
He lived in Grouard from 1934-1935 where he
studied Cree. From there he went to Desmarais for
two years, leaving in 1937.

He was made principal of St. Marin’s from 1940-

1944 and then returned as principal from 1951-
1953.
