Commemorative Support Fund Application

Overview
[bookmark: _Hlk171596792]The Commemorative Support Fund, offered through the Na-mi-quai-ni-mak (I Remember Them) Fund at the National Centre for Truth and Reconciliation (NCTR) and in partnership with Parks Canada to support Call to Action 73.9 can provide a one-time grant of up to $25,000 towards commemorative symbols and activities connected to the Indian Residential School System. Please note that limited amount of funding is available.

Eligible recipients include non-profit organizations, Indigenous (First Nation, Metis, and Inuit) communities, Survivor organizations, schools, band offices, etc.

The selection process will prioritize initiatives that actively involve Survivors in planning and implementation. 

Communities and Survivors of residential schools know which symbols and activities best support commemorative initiatives within their communities. This fund will support them in pursuing what they consider most beneficial.

Possible symbols and activities may include, but are not limited to:

· Commemorative symbols: memorial pieces, healing gardens, murals, carvings, plaques, cradleboards, etc.
· Commemorative activities: memorial feasts, gatherings, ceremonies, etc.

· [bookmark: _Hlk171345459]Your initiative must be complete by March 31, 2025
· This is a one-time grant
· The requested funds should not exceed $25,000
· [bookmark: _Hlk172806380]75% of the funds will be provided upon approval, and the remaining 25% will be released upon receipt of the final report
· Your final report will be due within 14 days of the completion of your event
· [bookmark: _Hlk173138459]You must apply through a non-profit organization (i.e., band office, school, survivor organization, etc.)
· You must demonstrate the involvement of residential school Survivors in the planning and endorsement of the commemorative initiative
· You must specify the residential school(s) attended by the Survivors participating
· The project budget should be clear with only allowable expenses included (such as honorarium for Survivors, Elders, performers, plaques, ceremonial items, rental fees, communications, and reasonable travel costs)
· Any commemorative symbols and activities are required to be publicly accessible

Next steps - What to expect:

[bookmark: _Hlk171344166]After you submit your application, it will be reviewed by the Grants Committee, comprised of a group of Indigenous Elders and Residential School Survivors. This process may take 8-12 weeks.

Pending the approval of your application, you will receive an email from the Commemoration and Community Engagement team outlining the information needed to process the grant fund transfer. Please be aware that the transfer process can take up to 4 weeks. 

Once the transfer is processed, you will receive a physical cheque by regular mail for 75% of your funds. The remaining 25% will be distributed upon receipt of your final report. The NCTR must receive your final report within 14 days of completion of your event.
